Article 1 - Project

1.1 The Erasmus Mundus Action 2 “Euro-Latin America partnership in natural Risk mitigation and protection of the Cultural Heritage – ELARCH” project, hereinafter referred to as “Project”,  fosters co-operation in the field of higher education between Europe and Latin America through a mobility scheme addressing student and academic individual exchange under the Grant agreement no. 2014-0873/001-001, signed between the Education Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency - EACEA of the European Commission, hereinafter referred to as “EACEA” and the Contractor Università degli Studi della Basilicata, also representing the Partnership, hereinafter referred to as “the Partnership Coordinator”. 
Article 2 – Terms of the grant and scholarship
1.1. The scholarship grant is jointly managed  by the Partnership as described in the Article 3 of this agreement. The Partnership concerned undertakes to finance eligible expenditure and scholarships in accordance with the financing rules established by the Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA) of the European Commission.
1.2. The grantee is awarded with a scholarship in the framework of the Project, which will cover a monthly subsistence allowance, travel costs and insurance. Accommodation and living costs will be directly covered by the grantee monthly allowance (scholarship), while travel and insurance costs will be covered by the Partnership Coordinator. The grantee will not be required to pay any participation cost.  
1.3. The scholarship will financially support the period of studies and/or research, teaching or other relevant activities at the Host University previously agreed on with the Host University and detailed in the Learning Agreement, for Undergraduate and Master exchange grantees, and in the Work plan, for doctorate, post-doc and staff exchange staff, as follows:

Article 3  – Payment of the scholarship
1.1. The scholarship payments will be made only after signing the scholarship agreement and upon receipt of the related confirmation of arrival  at the Host University by: 

· The Host University TG1, TG2 and TG3 Latin American Grantees;

· The Home University for TG1 European Grantees;

· The Partnership Coordinator for TG2 European Grantees.  

1.2. Prerequisites for receiving the Erasmus Mundus monthly grant are sufficient progress in studies/ research/ other activities and for exchange Undergraduate and Master Grantees, the achievement of a minimum of 20 ECTS per semester. Failure to do so might lead to the scholarship termination.
1.3. The subsistence allowances will be directly transferred  to the following Grantee’s Bank account in Europe. The payments of the scholarship will be made in full to the grantee on a monthly basis from the month of arrival at the Host University and it is based on academic grounds.

1.1. The subsistence allowance will cover only the months of the academic year(s) spent at the Host University as defined in the Article 2  and in accordance with the terms and conditions stated hereafter. Two instalment will be paid to the grantee upon arrival at the Host University to cover the installation cost while the remaining part will be paid on a monthly basis. 

1.2. The total number of monthly allowances to be paid to the grantee must be equivalent to the real dates of the mobility, counting from the date of arrival at the Host University. Whenever the real duration of the mobility does not cover an exact number of months (no. months + a portion of days) the scholarship will be calculated according to the following rule:  if a portion of month is more than 15 days a full month allowance is to be paid (for example: if the mobility period is 9 months and 15 days or less = 9 months should be paid; if the mobility period is 9 months and 16 days or more = 10 months should be paid).  The grantee is paid no longer than the end of the academic year. Summer months will be paid only if justifiable (please provide written proof, i.e. internship, research activity etc…). 

1.3. For Staff exchange, nevertheless the mobility can start at any moment and can be split in several periods (not later than June 2018), the subsistence allowance will be paid just in case the total duration of the mobility (period 1 + period 2 + period 3 ) counts a minimum of 30 days (1- month grant). Examples:  16 days realised in 2015, 16 days in 2016 and 16 days in 2017, the total duration is 2 months (1 month and 18 days) = 2 month subsistence allowances will be paid; 10 days realised in the 2015, 10 days realised in the 2016, 5 days realised in the 2017 = total duration 25 = mobility is ineligible and no subsistence allowance will be paid.
1.4. The payment of the scholarship to the grantee can only be stopped if the grant holder is expelled or released from the University, or leaves on their on demand. An official proof stating the occurred circumstance, according to the cases, is required and it shall be promptly sent to the Partnership Coordinator.  

1.5. Additional funds to the grant holder for both study and research activities could be assigned providing that they are NOT from other European sources/programmes. 

1.6. For mobility equal or longer than 10 months, the grant includes the annual tuition and registration fees,  to be directly paid out by the Partnership Coordinator to the Host University in the terms and cases established by the Erasmus Mundus programme. The Host University cannot ask extra tuition fees to the grantee, still it is possible that the student needs to pay for extra minor costs that are made in the perspective of the programme. 

1.7. The Host University or the Partnership Coordinator cannot be held responsible for late payment of the monthly scholarship or reimbursements due to any circumstance beyond their control. 

Article 4 – Basic academic requirements
1.1. Exchange grantees must be enrolled/registered at their Home University before starting the ELARCH mobility and keep being regularly enrolled for the whole duration of the scholarship at the same level of mobility they have selected. In the case the registration will be missing at any time within the duration of her/his ELARCH scholarship, it will be immediately stopped and considered void. The grantee must inform the Coordinator in due time of any change in her/his position.
1.2. Full degree grantees must comply with all the admission requirements of the Host University and with the internal rules and regulations to keep being registered at the Host University for the whole duration of their ELARCH scholarship. In the case the grantee will be expulsed from the Host University, for any reason, the scholarship will be  immediately stopped and considered void.
1.3. Post-doc grantees must comply with the admission requirement of the Host University for the whole duration of their ELARCH   scholarship.
1.4. All the grantees must perform according to the ELARCH Mobility plan approved by the Home University (only for Target group 1 grantees) and the Host University. Any change to the ELARCH Mobility Plan must be agreed by all parties, including the Partnership Coordinator.
1.5. All the grantees must perform and complete successfully their mobility. Any negative performance will be submitted to and discussed by the Partnership that will take appropriate measures, including revoke the scholarship, if necessary.
1.6. The Partnership may revoke the scholarship in the following cases:

a. Full degree grantees: the grantee does not fulfil the requirements of the programme according to the rules of the Host University.
b. Exchange grantees at Undergraduate and Master level: the grantee does not achieve a minimum number of credits or credits’ hours without any justified reason, counting at least 20 ECTS credits per semester.
c.  For all grantees: in case of non-compliance to terms and conditions of the scholarship, wrong or false  information provided by the grantee in the application, in the acceptance of the scholarship offer and all along the ELARCH mobility implementation, in the case of non-compliance with the rules in force, principles of international cooperation or in case any action seriously affecting the reputation of the Host University, Home University, the Coordinator, the EACEA and all the ELARCH partners.
d. The Partnership supports the full recognition of the academic activities carried out by the grantee during the mobility period at the Host  Institution. 
Article  5 – Mobility period and subsistence allowance management
1.1. The payment of monthly allowances is due only for study/research/work at the Host University. 
1.2. The Host University and the Grantee should agree on the exact mobility start and end dates respecting the awarded scholarship duration. The agreed mobility dates and duration have to be respected by the Grantee. The Grantee has to be physically present in the Host Country for the period of the Scholarship. The Grantee is not expected to leave the Host University during the mobility period, with the exception of the regular holidays at the Host University and of a specific authorization. In any case, for leaves or absences longer that one week, the Grantee shall ask the Host University and the Partnership Coordinator for authorization in writing and in due time before the leave. The interruption may be authorized only for duly justified and well documented personal reasons (e.g. illness, etc.) or for academic reasons (e.g. for short periods of study or research in the home country or in other countries). The master mobility may not be interrupted for academic reasons before 6 consecutive months at the Host University. During the absence the monthly allowance payments will be interrupted until the Grantee’s return.
1.7. Scholarships that last less than or equal to 10 months must be continuous: interruptions are not allowed.

Only in case of justified serious impediments and given circumstances of force majeur, different conditions may be agreed with the Partnership Coordinator and the Host University and the EACEA in advance, in writing and by the grantee providing all the necessary and requested supporting documents. The final approval of interruptions must be always given by the EACEA.
1.1. The scholarship can be put on hold if the grantee has to temporarily leave the Host University following duly justified and well documented reasons (i.e. illness, etc.). In that case, the scholarship payment will be interrupted until she/he has returned to the Host University. If the interruption is due to reasons of force majeure, the absence of the scholarship holder could lead to an extension of the originally agreed eligibility period in order to finalise the mobility concerned. The extension cannot go in all cases beyond July 14th, 2018. Moreover, if the grantee can demonstrate that after having been back at the Host University she/he has caught up with the programme schedule the Coordinator can decide to transfer the monthly allowances put on hold. This is however always subject to the EACEA final approval. 
1.2. Staff mobility (1-month grants) can be split in several periods but the total duration of successive mobility periods for a given staff must be minimum 1 month - 30 days - (for example duration of 25 days in total are INELIGIBLE). Examples:  16 days realised in 2015, 16 days in 2016 and 16 days in 2017, the total duration is 2 months (1 month and 18 days); 10 days realised in the 2015, 10 days realised in the 2016, 5 days realised in the 2017 = total duration 25. This must be agreed with the Host University and must be approved by the Partnership Coordinator under justified academic reasons. In accordance with the maximum cost of the flight the project may cover a second round trip. However the grantee must be aware that this can be done only if the maximum cost of the flight has not been reached already. On the contrary the grantee will have to cover the cost independently. Additional costs for a second VISA or a second Residence permit will never be covered.
1.3. Full degree grantees can implement a mobility period at another university or institution or private company/agency during their  mobility to realize an internship or an academic exchange. The ELARCH scholarship will be maintained during this mobility period under the following conditions:

a. it is foreseen by the programme they are enrolled at Host University
b. it will be fully recognized by the programme they are enrolled at Host University
c. the mobility must be authorized by the Partnership Coordinator.
In the case one of the above conditions is not fulfilled the ELARCH scholarship will be stopped for the whole period the grantee will stay away from the Host University and will start again as soon as the grantee will be back at the Host University. In all cases the grantee will have to provide:

· a departure and return certificate
· proof of travel coherent with the departure and return certificate

· a period certificate issued by the university, institution or private company/agency where the mobility is performed

· a transcript of records of the activities carried out issued by the university, institution or private company/agency where the mobility is performed.
1.4. Starting date and ending dates of the  mobility and scholarship:

· for exchange undergraduate, exchange and full master grantees: mobility must start as defined by the Host University according to the academic calendar and by the date stated in the admission/Assignment  Letter and must be finished after the exact number of monthly allowances awarded by the project.
· For exchange doctorate and post doc grantees: the starting date must be agreed with the Host University and the mobility must be finished after the exact number of monthly allowances awarded.
· For Staff grantees: the starting date must be agreed with the Host University and in all cases must be finished by June 30th 2018.
· For full doctorate grantees: mobility must start as defined by the Host University according to the academic calendar by the date stated in the Nomination/assignment Letter and must be finished after the exact number of monthly allowances awarded by ELARCH. The scholarship will end in all cases before July 14th 2018. No subsistence allowance will be transferred and no kind of cost will be covered after this date.
· For Full degree grantees: be aware that the total number of monthly allowances may not cover the total duration of the academic programme you will enrol at or the total time you will need to complete the whole Bachelor, Master or Doctorate program.

EXAMPLE 1: master students granted a 18 monthly allowances scholarship, may need additional time after the 18 months to complete their studies if their academic performance is below the expected level.  ELARCH Project will not fund any additional time to complete the studies. The maximum number of months set by the project, and  the deadline for paying the scholarship are binding.

EXAMPLE 2: doctorate scholars granted a 34 monthly allowances scholarship may need additional time after the 34 months to complete their studies if their PhD programme last longer than 34 months. ELARCH Project  will not fund any additional time to complete the studies. The maximum number of months set by the project and the  deadline for paying the scholarship are binding.

1.5. Any mobility initiated/terminated against the rules and without any previous notification and agreement with the Coordinator will not be covered by the project.

1.6. If the grantee decides to stay a few months longer to retake these exams at his/her own expenses, he/she shall take all necessary measures to stay in the country on a legal basis. The responsibility of the Partnership towards the scholar ends at the end of the scholarship period.

The Partnership Coordinator has the right to revoke the scholarship if the starting date is delayed by the grantee with respect to the enrolment and starting dates communicated by the Host University. The grantee must immediately inform the Host University if she/he envisages problems in meeting such dates due to VISA problems, illness, etc. The Host University decides if the reasons can be accepted and, if appropriate, sets a new starting date. 
Article  6 – Obligation 
1.1. According to the rules and regulations set by the European Commission Erasmus Mundus Action 2 (EMA2), the Partnership is also responsible for the organization and the costs of the travel and insurance of the Grantee. 

1.2. The Grantee commits him/herself to submit the original receipts of his/her flight/train tickets (1 round ticket) and original boarding passes to the local Partnership Coordinator at the Host University at the latest 1 weeks after the arrival and departure. These documents should be sent by post to the Partnership Coordinating Institution office (Università degli Studi della Basilicata, International relations Office, attn. Annalisa Anzalone, Via Nazario Sauro no.85, 85100 Potenza - Italy)  by the Host University.
1.3. The Grantee must follow all rules and regulations of the Host University as applied to other students and personnel, including registration and admission procedures, attendance to classes and general behaviour. Disciplinary procedures may lead to termination of the scholarship.

1.4. Grantee shall not accept any other Erasmus Mundus scholarship nor any other mobility grant during the period of the current Erasmus Mundus Action 2 grant without the written confirmation by the Partnership represented by the Partnership Coordinator. If any such grant is offered, Grantee must immediately inform the Partnership Coordinator seeking permission before acceptance. Failing to do so   invalids this Erasmus Mundus Action 2 grant and a full reimbursement by the Grantee can be claimed. 
1.5. Non-EU citizens, with the exception of those belonging to Target Group 3, may not be awarded the Erasmus Mundus scholarship if they have resided or carried out their main activity (studies, research, work, etc.) for more than a total of 12 months over the last 5 years in any European country. The Grantee acknowledges that in case of non-compliance, this Scholarship Contract is invalid and the scholarship will be cancelled. 
1.6. The Grantee shall promptly notify the Partnership Coordinator, including the Home and Host Universities, on any circumstances which may materially affect the grant. Any changes or interruptions of the agreed programme, changes of the study programmes, changes of the academic supervisors, as well as changes in the envisaged travel schedules shall be agreed with the Host University in writing (e-mail). Grantee shall seek the permission to leave from the Host University coordinator in all cases of leave during the grant period. During any absence on non-regular holidays the scholarship payments may be interrupted until the Grantee’s return.
1.7. The Grantee commits to return to his/ her Home University or Home country following the end of the scholarship period, thus actively contributing to avoiding brain-drain. 
1.8. The Grantee must perform the mobility activities with adequate results, participating fully in the activities stated in the Learning Agreement or Work Plan Proposal during the entire scholarship period. Undergraduate and Master Grantees must achieve a minimum of 20 ECTS credits per semester. Insufficient academic performance may lead to termination of the scholarship. 
1.9. The Grantee shall make known the Erasmus Mundus Action 2 support wherever applicable, including in any published diploma or thesis works as well as any other publications related to results of the scientific work during the grant. The Grantee commits to clearly acknowledge the European Union’s contribution in all publications or in conjunction with activities for which the grant is used with the following statement: “This project has been funded with support of the European Commission. This publication/communication reflects the view only of the author, and the Commission cannot be held responsible for any use which may be made of the information contained therein.” 
1.10. While registered at the Host University, the Grantee is expected to follow the rules and regulations of the Institution, including the registration and admissions procedure. In particular he/she must participate fully in the academic/research activities stated in the Learning Agreement/Work Plan Proposal during the entire period of the Scholarship. 
1.11. The Partnership Coordinator, the Home and Host Universities must promptly notify the grantee of any circumstance and changes which may affect her/his mobility or scholarship.
1.12. The Grantee is required to meet with the Host University’s local coordinator at the beginning of the mobility and before leaving the Host University at the end of the mobility and will be required to sign for arrival and departure. 

1.13. The Grantee will be required to provide copies of documents related to the mobility and will do so according to the Partnership’s instructions.
Article 7 – Travel and visa 

1.1. The ELARCH Partnership covers the Grantee’s travel costs for one round trip from  the location of the sending Institution to the Host University (for Target group 1) or from the location of origin of the student/staff to the Host University (for target group 2) or from the location of residence of the student  to the Host University (for target group 3).  The cost will be calculated on distance's basis, through the Mapcrow tool and according the EU/EACEA regulations for this project. Anyway the cost of tickets will be purchased for the most direct and linear itinerary and following the principle economic convenience.
1.2. The travel tickets will be paid directly by the Partnership Coordinator to the Travel Agency. No payment will be required from the Grantee. 
1.3. By signing this contract the beneficiary commits himself/herself to reimburse, in case of withdrawal before the starting date of the scholarship, any travel expenses already incurred on his/her behalf by the ELARCH project. Flight itineraries cannot be changed without the explicit consent of the Partnership Coordinator. Any costs related to cancellation or change in the itinerary after formal approval by Partnership Coordinator will be covered by the project, for changes motivated by solid academic reasons. On the contrary, for changes motivated by personal reasons the costs will be at the beneficiary’s own expenses.
1.4. The Grantee may plan for departures up to a maximum of 15 days before the scholarship start date. If the Grantee does not use the ticket provided without previously informing the Host University, he/she will not be provided with another travel solution. The Grantee is responsible for respecting the flight terms and conditions and for checking that the travel itinerary is compatible with the visa/residence permit.

1.5. The grantee is  allowed  to buy travel ticket on his/her own. If this circumstance happens, travel expenses will not be reimbursed. Flight changes will be only allowed in specific and exceptional cases and must be previously authorized by the ELARCH Coordinating Institution; in all the other cases if the grantee does not use the provided ticket, no other travel solution will be provided to him/her.
1.6. No additional intermediate trips during the mobility will be covered by the project. 
1.7. One additional return trip may be allowed to Academic Staff in case the mobility is split in two different periods, if authorized by the Host University and the Partnership Coordinator as stated in the Article 5, 5.7 paragraph.
1.8. The Grantee must keep the original plane boarding pass and hand them to the Host University at the arrival. The original of boarding pass of his/her return flight must be kept by the grantees and handed to the Home University  (for Target group 1) or sent anticipated via e-mail and then posted to the Host University (for Target groups 2 and 3).    
1.9. Visa costs shall be anticipated by the grantee. Proof of payments in original (invoices/receipts and travel ticket, etc.) must be kept in original by the grantee and handed in at the Host University office together with the "Reimbursement request for visa & travel expenses" duly filled in and signed. Visa related costs, including travel tickets and local transport to reach the seat of the nearest Embassy/Consulate, will be reimbursed by the Partnership Coordinator to the grantee as soon as received the receipt of payment and travel documents by the Host University. Only public transports (no taxis) will be reimbursed. The evaluation of the visa&travel expenses to reimburse will be evaluated case by case according to the documents provided by the grantee.
Article 8- Insurance
1.1. The ELARCH Partnership provides all grant holders with a global insurance coverage including health, travel and accident. The insurance covers the Grantee for the whole duration of the scholarship period.
1.2. The insurance cost will be paid directly by the Partnership Coordinator to the insurance company. No payment will be required from the Grantee. Upon confirmation of the grantee travel dates by means of the Travel form, the Partnership Coordinator will arrange for the necessary insurance. 
1.3. By signing this contract the Grantee commits himself/herself to reimburse, in case of withdrawal before the starting date of the scholarship, any insurance expenses already incurred on his/her behalf by the University.
Article 9 - Recognition

1.1. Grantees attending full degree programmes will be awarded the Host University degree and, if applicable, the diploma supplement or any other equivalent official document (transcript of records).

1.2. Exchange Undergraduate, Master and, if applicable, Doctorate grantees must agree the Learning Agreement/work plan before the start of the mobility. Doctorate, Post Doctorates and Staff must complete the Work Plan Proposal. 
For exchange mobility, the process of recognition of studies done abroad will include the following steps:

· Definition of a study/research programme agreed by both Home and Host Universities. This is done through the Learning Agreement or the Work Plan Proposal;

· Certification by the Host University of the successful completion of all or part of the study/research activity through the Transcript of Records or the Final Report;

· FULL Recognition of the study/research activity into the student’s career record at the Home University.

The above mentioned documents must be approved and signed by the grantee, the Home University (target group 1) /Partnership Coordinator (for grantees from target groups 2 and 3) and the Host University prior to the mobility abroad. 
Article 10 – Special circumstances
Any changes or interruptions of the agreed programme, mobility dates, changes of the supervisor or other, should be promptly communicated to the ELARCH local Coordinator and will be subject to the approval of the Partnership  and the EACEA.

In case of a withdrawal, the Grantee must notify the Partnership  Coordinator with an official letter stating the reason of withdrawal.

Article 11 - Dispute

If there is a dispute or difference between the parties arising out of or in connection with the present Agreement or out of activities undertaken under the present Agreement, including disputes regarding quality, the parties shall first endeavour to settle it amicably and with the arbitration of the Steering Committee. Provided that a dispute cannot be settled amicably, the Potenza law court (seat of the contactor)  has sole jurisdiction regarding disputes between the Partnership Coordinator and the grantee in connection with the present agreement. This Contract is governed by the laws of Italy.

Article 12 - Privacy

1.1. The Grantee accepts privacy regulations of the Partnership, including home and host universities, and  agrees that his/her name can be made public as winner of a scholarship in this project. Also for reporting issues towards the European Commission's Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency - EACEA, the grantee agrees that his/her personal data and files can be shared with these authorities.
1.2. Personal data will be handled for organisational and follow up matters, as requested by the EM Programme, in accordance with: Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 of the European Parliament and of the Council on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the EU institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data, to the Italian national legislation(Italian Law on privacy policy and data protection - article 7 and 13 of DLgs n.196/2003 "Codice in materia di protezione dei dati personali") and the one of the Home and Host Country.
1.3. The data will be processed solely in connection with the implementation and evaluation of the Programme, without prejudice to the possibility of transferring such data to the bodies responsible for inspection and audit in accordance with European legislation (internal audit services, European Court of Auditors, Financial Irregularities Panel or to the European Anti-Fraud Office). On request, the grantee is entitled to send personal data in order to correct or complete them.
1.4. The grantee agrees that his name and data will be stored in databases for the management of the project and for alumni relationship activities management.
1.5. The Grantee agrees that the Host University has the right for full access to any of his/her personal study related data (e.g. in the faculties, central university data bases, etc.). The Grantee entitles the Partnership to publish his/her name, Home and Host university, type and duration of mobility in a list of Erasmus Mundus Grantees. 
1.6. The responsible of data handling are the Università degli Studi della Basilicata and the involved universities. For any question relating to your data, please contact the Partnership Coordinator offices. 

Article 13 – Amendments and termination of the agreement

1.1. Amendments to this Agreement  shall be made In writing  by a supplementary agreement among the parties, with the exception of changes to the mobility dates, which may be agreed upon through an exchange of letters.

1.2. The validity of this Agreement  is from the date of signing until the scholarship end date. This Agreement  may be terminated by the Grantee for voluntary withdrawal from the project, or by the Partnership if the Grantee does not comply with the regulations set in this Contract, with particular reference to the presence at the Host University, the academic performance and the rules and regulations of the Host University. 
1.3. In case of agreement termination, the scholarship will be terminated and the Partnership will suspend the payment of the monthly allowance and may demand from the Grantee the reimbursement of the scholarship, in part or in full. The Grantee has 30 calendar days to reimburse the grant to the Partnership Coordinator. On the contrary additional banking fees and interest will be charged or juridical step will be taken.
