5. Letter of Reference /Recommendation (max two) preferably from academics or other persons who have had an academic or work relation with the applicant;

6. Proof of disadvantaged conditions (if applicable): any official document proving disability or disadvantage conditions (economic, social or other)

7. In addition, you are required to upload documents (e.g. medical reports, declaration of  financial resources below national average, long-term unemployment of family provider, etc.) proving that you belong to a disadvantaged group.
